REQUESTS FOR QUALIFICATIONS / PROPOSALS

FOR AUTHORITY ENGINEER
REQUIREMENTS TO QUALIFY:  The requirements listed below are the minimum levels expected in order to qualify to have your request for proposal considered:

1. The Authority Engineer shall have all applicable licenses to perform general engineering in the State of New Jersey.

2. The Authority Engineer shall be affiliated with a multi-disciplinary engineering firm with at least eight (8) years of experience in all aspects of municipal and utility engineering, including but not limited to expertise in water and sewer plant permitting and construction, construction management, and road construction, and the firm shall be staffed with engineers who hold appropriate licenses in those areas, as well as licensed planners and landscape engineers.  In addition, the firm shall have experience with land use law; environmental studies and assessments (including wetlands, archeology, and endangered species, hydrology, and storm water management) and extensive knowledge of state and federal environmental law and the regulations of the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection; GIS; materials testing; surveying; traffic studies; and drainage.
3. The individual who is designated by the firm to serve as Authority Engineer shall have a minimum of five (5) years of experience as an engineer to a municipal sewerage and/or utilities authority.  The designated engineer may, in his or her discretion, be assisted by other employees of the firm who have lesser levels of experience.  Alternatively, the Authority will consider candidates who meet the experience levels set forth above, as demonstrated by devotion of a significant portion of their practice time to representing municipal sewerage and/or utilities authorities, but who have not achieved the required minimum number of years of experience as a designated engineer to a municipal sewerage and/or utilities authority.  Those candidates shall submit at least two (2) letters of recommendation from engineer who have served as a designated engineer to a municipal sewerage and/or utilities authority for at least five (5) years.

4. The Authority reserves the right to conduct an interview or interviews with the prospective professional to discuss the scope of the project, as outlined in the proposal.

5. The acceptance of a contract will be determined to the availability of the Authority’s budget.
6. Acceptance of a contract will be by Resolution acted on by the Authority at an Authority Board meeting.

REQUIREMENTS FOR PROPOSAL

In your proposal, please provide the following information:

1. Names, title, and licenses of all of the individuals who may perform the service and/or activity.

2. A description of the individuals’ experience, and/or the firm’s experience, with similar services or projects.

3. A list of references and record of success.

4. Demonstration of areas of expertise and staff.

5. A description of the individual’s ability, and/or the firm’s ability to provide the service and/or to complete the activity in a timely fashion as required by the Authority.
6. A fee schedule.

7. A statement of your availability to attend any required meetings of the Authority.

8. Candidates shall include with the submission a copy of their Business Registration in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40A:11-23.2 (P.L. 2004, c.57), and an Affirmative Action Statement in accordance with N.J.S.A. 10:5-3 1 et seq. and N.J.S.C. 17:27 et seq.

9. Candidates shall include IRS Form W-9, Request for Taxpayer Identification and Certification with their proposal.

10. Form of Submission:  All submissions shall be in sealed envelope with “Submission of Qualifications / Proposal for Authority Engineer” marked on the outside.  One original hard signed unbound copy and five bound copies of all documents to be submitted.
